Counter Terrorism Building Opening

building at 23rd and E Streets to house the Counter
Terroism Office, State Department, have been scheduled
for October 12th at 3 p.m.

One room in the historic building will be dedicated
to General Donovan and the OSS at a military ceremony
on the steps of the Administration Building. An earlier
ceremony had to be canceled when workers remodeling
the building discovered asbestos in the walls.

Free Thai Group Honored By CIA

This May, OSS colleagues shared wartime memories at a
CIA ceremony with five members of the Free Thai, an
organization founded in 1942 with the help of General
William Donovan and the Thai minister to Washington,
who refused to follow his country’s orders to declare war
on the United States.

Theminigter, M .R. Seni Pramoj, brought young Thai
student volunteers from universities across the United
States to form the Free Thai command under OSS.

At the ceremony and exhibit of wartime Free Thai
memorabilia, Director Geor ge T enet welcomed ten Free
Thai and their leader, Fiedld Marshal Siddhi Suetasila, com-
mending them for their heroism in World War 1. The Free
Thai, he pointed out were among Thailand's best and
brightest.

Trained by OSS, they were dispatched to Thailand
by submarine, seaplane, air drop. Some walked overland
from China, many did not survive. They finaly made ini-
tia radio contact with OSS in October, 1944, and for the
remainder of thewar, intelligence streamed out of Bangkok.

Later, the Thai visitorswith their familiesmet in New
York with OSS's Geoffrey Jones, who feted them to a
gaadinner at the World Trade Center on May 10. Jeff and
OSS-Thai vets showed them the sights and sounds of New
York, including the Statue of Liberty.

Upon their return to Thailand, American Ambassa-
dor Richard Hecklinger presented ten Free Thai with CIA
medalions. Of the 42 original members of the Free Thal,
only 18 are ill dive.

For 23 years, Geoffrey Montgomery Talbot Joneshad
headed the V eterans of OSS, now the OSS Society. Under
his leadership he organized the membership on a world
wide bass, established a larger, more viable organization

Memoriesof Her Father

Kathy Baranski (Lund) was three years old when her fa-
ther, Army Captain Edward Victor Baranski, was cap-
tured, tortured and murdered by the Germans in Czecho-
dovakia in November, 1994,

Last year, Kathy and thirty members of her family
and their priest, returned to the Slovak town of Brezno
wherethey were ableto learn first hand from townspeople,
the fate of her father and members of the OSS Day Mis-
sion which he commanded.

It was an emotiond visit for the family many of them
being of Slovak descent. They met the daughter of the
couple who hid Baranski and his team in the smdll village.
The daughter told Kathy that her mother told her that this
Slovak spesking American had held her on his knee and
talked lovingly “...about the little girl he had back home.”

Shortly afterwards, Germans captured the OSS team
members and took them to Maulthausen where they were
executed during January and February, 1945

Stanley Bergman, 86, OSS/CIA specidist on
China for more than 40 years died at his McLean,
VA home August 20, 2000. Stanley introduced China
to every generation of Agency officerssince he came
aboard in 1950, after serving in Chinaand Japan with
OSS at the end of the war.

David Henry Blee died August 4, 2000 in
Bethesda, MD. He served in Thailand with OSS, join-
ing ClIA in 1947 where heretired ashead of the Coun-
terintelligence staff.

James D. Cavanagh, 81, Spanish Fort, Ala
bama, died August 4, 2000. He served in OSS in
the war and later was an aeronautical engineer
with Boeing, Wichita, for 40 years

Philip H. Claybour ne died March 20,

2000 in San Francisco. He parachuted be-
hind lines in France as an OSS/Jedburg
to fight with the French Resistance.

Joseph R. Coolidge, who served
in the CBI theater, died September 1,
1999 in Manchester, N.H.. He was the
first casuaty in the Viet Nam war when
he was severely wounded by Annamites
near Saigon in 1945.

David R. Donovan, son of OSS
founder, Maor General William Donovan,
died in Berryville, V.A., September 8, 1999.

A brave soldier like his father, he participated
inthe D Day invasion, later serving in the South
Pacific.

James Goodwin, who died in January,
1999, was buried at Arlington National Cem-
etery. He served in Slovenia in 1944 and was
wounded in action. Slovene Partisans write that
his brilliant OSS war record, bravery and endur-
ance will dwaysbe remembered by the Partisans.

Robert F. Houlihan, 81, died December 21,
1999 in Lexington, Kentucky. A well known Lex-
ington attorney, during the war Houlihan commanded
an dl-Greek OSS unit and saw service in Yugoda
vig, Greece and Itdy.
