On July 1st I organized a boat which took 20 of us
out into the heart of HK Harbour so we could watch the extravagant HK$100
Million fire works which China put on with the intention to out-do the
Brits the night before!.... Of course, in between all of the above, there
were teas, lunches and dinners.... Now back to reality and work! As far as
the changes in HK are concerned...there is nothing ‘visible’ to us yet. We
'‘re taking everything a day at a time and hope for the best!"

Thanks Ginny for the report -- and thanks for your continuing help to get our
five parachutists free Thai, who jumped behind the lines, their Combat Wings (as
approved by USSOCOM’s CINC Henry Shelton last winter). Keep up the good work!

Thanks also to SI/SO Life Member Norbert (Red) Rioux for your kind words about
my VSS Stewardship and a copy of your CIA Trail Blazer Nominations. FYI, the
latest is that these Awards will be presented on September 18th -- and that the
Agency is sending new invitations to all former 0SS Members of VSS....

And belated good 1luck
to SI David Doyle who wrote from Honolulu that he’s working on his memoirs of
0SS and CIA. A published author of espionage related books, he sent most
interesting extracts on "Line Crossing," "Parachutes Training at Ridgeway" and
"the Allied Airborne ops at Wesel"™ -- and this advice, as he was finishing
Princeton in 1948, given him "with that wonderful smile of his" by General
Donovan: "When you graduate, go on down to Washington and join the CIA.

Then word that our MU guru (see page 8 herein), Chris Lambertsen was
inducted July 17th as a Lifetime Honorary (the only Army) Member of the US
Navy UDT/Seal Association. Even more interesting/impressive are the seven
pages (with photos) about 0SS, MU and Chris in the 2nd Quarter 1997
"BLAST", Journal of Navy Frogmen -- and the wonderful herewith photo of
"then" and "now" on its cover of the distinguished "Doc"! The following
excerpt from John B. Dwyer’s "The 0SS Maritime Unit: NSW [Naval Special
Warfare] Ancestor" gives an excellent description of our MU -- and of the
especial involvement of the good Doctor, before 0SS and after:

"In 1940, before U.S. involvement in WW II, and even
before the days of 0.S.S., Dr. Christian J. Lambertsen,
presented the concept of a closed-circuit diving
apparatus to the U.S. Navy, alcong with the idea of
forming military teams of underwater assault swimmers.
His diving apparatus concept was a closed-circuit, pure
oxygen, rebreather. Once developed, it was called the
"Lambertsen Lung" and the '"Lambertsen Amphibious
Respiratory Unit (LARU)." The LARU would permit a well
trained combat swimmer the capability to swim bubble-
free underwater, and thus, to operate around target
areas without a trace. With development of this
system, the U.S. Navy was in a position to take its
place in the front ranks of countries with the ability
to send combat swimmers against the enemy. In those
days, the navy’s only divers were in the salvage corps.
Their officers watched his demonstration, but were
uninterested, and his proposal was politely rebuked....
Unlike the U.S. Navy, the 0.S.S. leadership was
enthralled with the idea of employing assault swimmers
to conduct clandestine missions. They actively
recruited the young Dr. Lambertsen to develop his
proposal, and eventually activated his reserve Army
medical status.... Operational Swimmer Groups were
organized as a branch of the larger 0SS Maritime Unit.
The 0.S.5. recruited potential members from all
branches of the armed forces. Initial training was
done on Catalina Island and Camp Pendleton, CA. Also,
at Nassau, B.I. in the Bahamas, where they worked with
the British.... The result of his endeavors was the
first-generation of U.S. combat swimmers-men skilled in
waterborne infiltration, underwater demolitions,
reconnaissance, small-boat work, navigation, small
arms, hand-to-hand combat, and silent killing."

And author, Tom Hawkins’ two page article "OFFICE OF STRATEGIC SERVICES,"
which covers MU’s actual parameters in more detail, calls our splendid
colleague "The Father of US Combat Swimming".... And Chris ILambertsen is
quoted by the previous author as saying: "The greatest importance of the
0.S.S. MU operational swimmer concept is that, eventually, it gave birth to
the diving Navy-UDT, SEAL, and EOD Teams, which derived both small
submersible and diving tactics from the 0.S.S. MU beginnings of these."

And here 1is another differently creative Member:
LD Valerie Fuchs, the showbiz singer/actress
daughter (of Washington and later London based
cryptographer Bill Fuchs) shown here at a vocalist
stint (nightclub photos do not reproduce well!) on
Nantucket Island, where she also produces in the
local theater. Her repertoire is Kurt Weil, well
worth catching. So if you’re in the neighborhood,
look for her name in the local adverts.




As to INQUIRIES, this past year your office has been handling more than

ever to include help on TV/film -- not only from Members (and would be
Members) but referrals from the National Archives and CIA, as well as
individuals interested in 0SS worldwide -- from Ireland to Japan. We have

pbeen able to handle most with the help of Members knowledgeable in the
subjects involved. Many have been somewhat far out (of our ken) e.g. the
latest just received from retired LTC Robert F. Sawallesh (2541 Brimhollow
Drive, Valrico, FL 33594; tel (813) 654-3900) who would like to hear from
anyone about "the disappearance of the famous Glenn Miller, Band Leader, US
Army Fir Force".... Further, FYI we are still working somewhat in the dark
in verifying 0SS’ers as CIA has not as yet declassified/made available
Personnel Files. Last December they only gave us a list of Names, Rank and
Branch Assignments (the latter with no glossary!) -- and these lists are
not accurate, as we have discovered omissions, especially of Members who
joined us overseas.

BOOKS OF INTEREST: There have been more than ever 0SS involved books
recently ©published or soon to be, per the herewith two quite
different/entertaining Special Offers, to include E. Howard Hunt'’s latest
fiction "DRAGON TEETH", in which he wrote "some historical aspects of Det
202 are involved in the story" -- and a full page N Y Times ad on Viking’s
new "THE ODYSSEY" which credits Greek Scholar, Jedburgh Bernard Knot with
"Introduction and Notes"! Also the excellent one we missed last year,
dedicated "For the Men and Women of 0OSS" titled "THE UNSEEN WAR IN EUROPE,
Espionage and Conspiracy in the Second World War," by former Deputy Chief
X-2 in the Middle East, VSS’er John H. Waller (Random House, NY, 1996).
It’s a fascinating read to better understand what was going on at the
highest levels. Then another recent book, "0SS IN CHINA, Prelude to Cold
War," by Maochun Yu (an assistant professor of history at the US Naval
Academy) (Yale University Press, 1996) that is most detailed, interesting
to those who were in the CBI Theatre and most informative to those of us
who were not. Further, our Betty Mcintosh’s book of 0SS Women "Sisterhood
of Spies" is being published in early 1998 by the Navy Institute Press --
and there are a number of others to be published by Rene Defourneaux, Alec
McDonald and Ed Mroz. Wow!

We were sorry to be notified that our friend Elizabeth Bancroft’s bi-
monthly SURVEILLANT (of the National Intelligence Book Center has gone out
of business and the excellent WORLD INTELLIGENCE REVIEW (formerly FILS) is
also about-to-become a Section of Hildreth’s intelligence quarterly
"HISTORY, Reviews of New Books".... But our most important "book happening"
is the news from our erudite VP for Northeast USA Dan Pinck, he is
completing a bibliography of non-fiction books by 0SS’ers or about 0SS, who
reports: "When I began, at your suggestion, working on a bibliography of
books about the 0SS, I thought I knew a fair amount about the history of
the 0SS. I now realize, about eight months after I started, how little I
knew and how much there is to learn. With roughly 600 listings so far, I
find this task an ideal one for a historian manqué. Several impressions:
(1) the quality of writing is generally extremely high (this should not be
surprising since many of the men and women who wrote these books attended
schools and universities at a time when every educated person knew a gerund
from a high-five); (2) my appreciation of the comprehensive histories that
1’4 read over the years has increased considerably; (3) the record of the
"glorious amateurs," as General Donovan called us, reveals great skill and
imagination. My bibliography will undoubtedly be incomplete, imprecise,
and will warrant corrections. I consider it a penultimate bibliography."
Thanks Dan -- we will now finally have a proper reference library!



Having literally come to the end of this perhaps too long (and costly) report,
space has run out for other news I would liked to have included: such as an
extremely interesting long photo article titled "Women Spies for the OSs"
(about French female Tourist Missions in the 7th Army) written, but Jjust
published (World War II July, 1997 Magazine) by early assistant to General
Donovan, then civilian SI with Henry Hyde, Wayne Nelson, the 1late actor,
playwright writer father of LD Rae K. Nelson -- who after 8 years in White
House Policy Office and 3 years in US Chamber of Commerce is now a Work Force
Development Consultant.... also the in-depth NY Times article, June 1l1th, on
our distinguished MO VSS‘’er Paul Mellon’s 90th Birthday that tells of his
passion for art, literature, horses and polished engines" and as "a longtime
champion of culture" his extensive help to museums and wordsmiths both in the
US and England.... and the 1945 photo and caption (sent us by Leif Oistad) of
the RYPE GROUP and their Norwegian Commando colleagues (the better part of a
page to do it justice).

As we are co-celebrating our VSS 50th year with that of the CIA, I know you
join me in wishing the new Director, George Tenet God speed. I hope he will be
able to reform/revitalize the Agency to an updated version of its original
concept.... And, in a more personal way, I hope, with our transition into a
Society, that one or more Lineal Descendants will come forward to take over our
organization -~ in NY City (where we now have good pro bono office facilities
with the Donovan Law Firm), or elsewhere as our databases can travel/operate
(or co-operate) anywhere (e.g. Washington).

It has been 20 years since I was asked by our late colleagues Casey, Deak, Hyde
and Shaheen to help revitalize VSS and I can happily report that this has been
done. But I’m beginning to run out of gas (and frankly, also out of funds --
as I’ve been serving (except for out-of-pocket expenses) pro bono during all
this time). It is time for me to retire to counsel our upcoming Society
administrators. And I feel the time is now also right to relaunch our Donovan
Fellowships (especially as the UN’s new Director is reorganizing its
operations) and find a younger, but recognizably experienced new Chair to take
over the revitalization of the Donovan Memorial Foundation and this it’s most
important objective.

As I wrote you in my 1996 Interim (page 19), we should keep alive that
something special that we all shared and each 0SS’er did in WW II, as LD
Camille Rossetti Gresalfi, when upgrading her Membership put it: "I feel
strongly that the legacy of my father, Stephan O. Rossetti, be continued in our
organization. All daughters are proud of their fathers, but I feel
exceptionally proud of all my father achieved working with and leading Italian
Partisans during World War II.... Several years ago I traveled through Italy,
following the path my father took. What impressed me most were the stories I
heard of what he did to enhance the lives of those touched, providing not only
leadership but food, shelter, and clothing for the families of his men.... And
how much his men admired his leadership by example, never putting his men in
more danger than he was willing to accept himself.... It is with great pride
that I become a Life Time Member of the organization that honors all those
members of O0SS.".... And that is the purpose of the Society: to preserve and
continue the traditions and spirit we have kept alive and developed. The
traditions of Awarding the Donovan Medal, the Award of Excellence (to a peer-
chosen Member of the Special Operations Command) and our Regional, National and
International Get-Togethers as well as the spirit of our motto (see page 1) of
Ingenuity and Daring that we high-tuned in wartime for our descendants to carry
on (hopefully without Sub Rosa) to their own advantages in the future.

In conclusion, it is my heartful hope that all of you will help in whatever way

you can to help launch and maintain our Society of 0SS for it to be able to
perpetuate into the future all we hold dear from our 0SS experiences.
