BOOK OF INTEREST: that have been published by/about 0SS’ers this past year
included "THE FRENCH CHEF, a biography of Julia Child" (by Noel Riley-Fitch
Doubleday, 1997) that was well reviewed by the NY Times as "Mistress of the

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Happy to see/report that -- starting with its Fall 1997 issue -- the WORLD
INTELLIGENCE REVIEW (for specific books/articles on intelligence) is now
being continued by VSS’er Marjorie W. Cline (widow of late VP intelligence
great R&A’s Ray Cline), who founded the National Intelligence Study Center
which took over its publishing until Heldref Publications has now included
it in its quarterly journal... and happy to report the latest from our
ebullient Northeast USA VP Dan Pinck: "after nearly three years of
compiling a bibliography of 0SS books, it’s now done. There are more than
1,200 citations, and 182 books are by 0SS veterans. The quality of writing
is generally high and the recording of history represents myriad points of
view. You can be your own historian by setting your compass on the data in
this bibliography. What surprises me most are: (1) the diversity of the
0SS experience right around the world; and (2) my own ignorance of so much
of the 0SS history. The bibliography is a good start of a remedy for the
latter and an illumination of the former. The title is "Stalking the
History of the Office of Strategic Services: An 0SS Bibliography." That’s
precisely what it is, and what my task has been. 1In addition to the 0SS
books, there’s a guide to the 0SS collection in the National Archives; a
listing of files and correspondence a the Hoover Institution of War and
Peace; and, good fun, a bibliography of espionage books prepared for the
0SS in 1943. oOur bibliography is 190 pages... The next task is to find a
publisher which could bring in a small amount of funds in royalties to our
0SS Society. 1If you have any suggestions, please let me know. Dan Pinck,
26 Dwight St., Boston, Mass.

THE OSS SOCIETY: Now that our office is fully functionable -- and with

With terrorism now coming home as a reality -- and humint and special
forces needed more than ever -- it is of vital importance that our progeny
keep alive and carry on into the future our concern for our national
security, the cause of freedom and all the other ideals General Donovan
stood for -- and we fought for. I am sure you agree and hope you will help
in whatever way you can to ensure that our special spirit and traditions
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
